Annual Report - 2016
Mission
The Friends of St. Lawrence Church Trust exists in order to help ensure the preservation of Bovingdon’s Parish Church and Churchyard for current and future generations.  We are a registered charity which is independent from the Church but works closely with it in order to fulfil our objectives.
General
The restoration of the church clock has been completed as has the restoration of certain of the stained and painted glass windows.

We have been working on the preparation for and the necessary approvals for Phase II of the churchyard project and we hope to put our plans into effect during 2017.  No money was spent on this project during the year.
The next substantial project will be the redecoration of the interior of the church which will be a major undertaking.
Activities

During the year, Pauline Wright hosted a coffee morning and we held an Open Gardens event which raised an aggregate of £6,223.94.   A Camerata concert was held in the church during the year which was well attended and raised a further £516.76.
Donations made to the PCC of St. Lawrence Church aggregated £20,420.32 which included, £5,840.00 in respect of the church clock and £12,655.20 in respect of the restoration of the stained and painted glass windows.

Donations received aggregating £16,336.20 were well in excess of previous years and will enable us to support the cost of redecorating the interior of the church.  It is hoped that this work will commence in 2017.

Finance
We started the year with funds of £54,290.78 of which £31,005.20 was restricted for the churchyard project.  We are carrying forward a balance of £58,254.79 of which the same £31,005.20 continues to be restricted for the churchyard project.   £26,715.65 is held at the discretion of the Trustees.  Most of this money will be consumed by the redecoration of the interior of the church.
